Please read this so that you are clear on Abounding Joy's
policy regarding the wearing of face-coverings
at our worship services!

Our Policy Effective Immediately
All persons attending worship services
in our building are required to wear
a face-covering (a mask or a face shield)
from the time of arrival
until the time of departure.

This includes while entering the building, before the service,
during the entire worship service (except while receiving
communion), after the service (except while snacking during
fellowship time), and while exiting the building.

(The only exceptions are given to our worship leaders: pastor,
scripture readers, and song-leaders while they are speaking or
singing from the front.)

If you are unable to comply with this policy, please consider
worshiping from your vehicle in the parking lot by listening to
the service on FM 88.5 and driving up to the front door
to receive Holy Communion.
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
